The United States government has introduced a mandatory Electronic
System for Travel Authorisation (ESTA) which applies to all Australian
and New Zealand passport holders visiting or transiting the United
States under the Visa Waiver Program.

The Visa Waiver Program allows passport holders from participating
countries to be admitted to the United States for a 90 day visit.

Qantas Freight announced that it would introduce a direct weekly
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Boeing 747-400 freighter service between the United States and New
Zealand from February 2009.

The new freighter service will provide main deck capacity between the
US east coast and New Zealand as well as from New Zealand into
Australia, with connections to Asian ports including Bangkok, Hong Kong
and Shanghai.

The service will initially operate every Friday from New York (JFK) and
Chicago (ORD) through to Auckland (AKL) and Melbourne (MEL) and then
extend direct from Melbourne into Asia.
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
